ASAP an acronym for Additional skill acquisition programme is a joint venture of 

General education and Higher education department. The programme is meant to equip 

the young population of the state with skills in the cutting edge sectors in order to 

alleviate the unemployment problem in the state. 

 ASAP classes are meant for plus one students in schools and first year degree 

students in colleges. The ASAP programme is a combination of three courses, namely 

communication skills in English, Basic IT and an elective domain specific skill course. The 

ASAP foundation module is of 180 hours duration which includes 100 hours of 

communication skills in English and 80 hours of basic IT .The time span of Skill courses 

differ from one course to another. The programme are developed, delivered, assessed 

and certified with active participation of the related industries to ensure labour market 

acceptance of the programme. The skill courses are also provided with an effective 

internship for practical knowledge.The foundation module classes are conducted in the 

respective institutions and skill classes are conducted in the respective skill 

development centres (SDC).The foundation classes are conducted by specially trained 

people called Skill Development Executives (SDE).
